A weekend of tradition, good food & great fun… 
CORBY GLEN SHEEP FAIR is 
believed to be the oldest sheep fair 
in the country dating back to the 
charter granted by Henry III on 
26th February 1238 AD.

The Charter stated: 
Grant to Hamo Pecche and his 
heirs of a weekly market on 
Thursday at his Manor of Corby 
and a yearly fair there on the 
Vigil, the Feast and the Morrow 
of the Feast of Assumption. 
In 1863 George Bird wrote… 
“the largest shew of sheep, beasts 
and horses that has ever been seen 
on the ground before.”  
In 1876 there were 12,000 
sheep at the fair.

Wildlife friendly gardens… 

Whatever size your garden, small changes can improve 
diversity and provide a haven for wildlife. 13 species of 
bees have been lost, 35 are at risk and hedgehogs are 
vulnerable and declining. 
What can you do to help?  
• WATER… a small dish provides rehydration.  
• PLANTS… autumn plants, Buddleia, Asters & Scabious are 

great for pollinators.  
• SHELTER… leave an undisturbed area or leaves for bee and 

hedgehog winter hibernation.  
• FOOD… bird seed, dry cat food for Hedgehogs (NO milk, 

that’s bad for them).  
• ACCESS… 13x13cm gap is enough to connect gardens.  
• DANGERS… cars, pesticides, garden equipment, we are our 

wildlife’s greatest hazard compounded by intensified 
farming and reducing hedgerows.   

If you are lucky, you will see Corby Glen hedgehogs. 
Consider small changes and see the difference you can make 
to nature around you.
